Dear friends, with Palm Sunday in 
the Passion, we begin Holy Week. 
There is always a double feeling at 
the arrival of these celebrations. 
Many of us look forward to them 
because they allow us to 
accompany Christ in his passion 
and death and strengthen us in our 
hope, since Christ's triumph over 
death is also our victory. The 
resurrection of Christ encourages 
us on our Calvary, because we 
know that after this valley of tears, 
if we are united with Jesus, we will 
also participate in his resurrection. 
But there is a second group, the 
one who is desperate for Easter to 
come soon, because it tastes like 
vacations, and they are those who 
go to the beaches, to the different 
tourist places, have parties, get 
drunk, participate in social events... 
They are those to whom the death 
and resurrection of Christ do not 
care, and on Good Friday they 
prefer to be on a beach and not on 
Calvary; They are those who on 
Easter Sunday are sad because the 
vacation is over. And it is worth 
clarifying that there is a third 
group, the one that combines the 
previous two: they participate in 
some religious celebrations, and 
perhaps attend the Via Crucis but 
on Saturday they wake up doing 
tourism; They participate in the 
death of Christ, but not in his 
resurrection.
